Scheduling ensembles, Registration, and Payments 

Scheduling 
Contact the festival office with the performance time that would best fit your choir(s) on April 23, 2026.  We 
will temporarily schedule your choir(s) for a performance slot you choose.  This scheduling will become 
effective once your choir(s) is registered. If the complete registration is not received within 3 weeks after the 
temporary scheduling, your selected performance slot(s) will become available for other inquiring choirs to 
receive.     
 

Registration  
Registration consists of the festival office receiving the following two items:  

1) Your properly completed and signed 2026 Festival di Voce Entry Form 
2) Your full $800 ensemble charge payment for any number of choirs we temporarily scheduled with 
you.   

 

We do NOT have a late registration fee for choirs that want and can be scheduled to join us at a late date.  
Please keep in mind that wanting to join later, may not allow for any, or a desired performance time slot. 
 

Payments and Cancellations 
The full ensemble charge payment for each choir you register with is non-refundable unless you cancel your 
registration(s) with the festival on or before November 15, 2025.  This gives us time to find or accommodate 
other choirs wishing to attend.  If you cancel by November 15, 2025, we will 100% refund your payment.  If you 
do not cancel by November 15, 2025 and/or do not attend, we do not refund your payment. 

Please read the following- it’s simple & easy with us!  

Really EASY Ensemble Charge 
Just one $800 charge for each performing choir! This means NO ever-changing student attendance numbers 
to adjust, NO attendance adjustments deadlines to follow, and NO student reduction penalties!  All you need 
to provide is the number of choirs your school will have.  Easy! 
 

Please compare our “Ensemble Charge” against other festivals’ “entry fee + per student” cost to see how this 
could be a price savings for your group.  The more members in your choir- the less each student needs to 
contribute if that’s how you do it.   
 

One Full Payment when you register, and you’re done! 
Here’s how we do it:  Pay the full $800 ensemble charge amount when you register, for each registered choir.  
NO percentage payments and multiple payment deadlines that begin immediately after you register.  The 
festival receiving your completed Registration Form + ensemble charge(s) guarantees your performance 
slot(s) when we are filling the FDV schedule with other choirs.  See below if you need to cancel your 
registration with any choir you registered.

Choir Recognition 
All performing choirs will be recognized. 
 
Category Recognition  
Trophies will be awarded to the Best in Category winners for Mixed Choirs, Tenor/Bass Choirs, and Treble Choirs as 
selected by the adjudication panel.  However- a Best in Category winner will not be selected, and a trophy will not be 
awarded if less than three choirs are registered within any category.  Choirs registered in any category with less than 
three ensembles, will be eligible for the adjudicators’ selection of Overall Recognition winners. 
 
Overall Recognition 
Trophies will be awarded to the overall top five choirs as selected by the adjudication panel.  Three of these choirs will 
be awarded an unranked Honorable Mention.  One choir will be awarded Overall Reserve Grand Champion.  One choir 
will be awarded Overall Grand Champion.  
 

Performance Information  

Performance Site 
Ensembles will perform in the beautiful Pilgrim Chapel located within the Dallas Baptist University campus. 
 

Warm-up and Performance Times  
Choral ensembles will receive 20 minutes for each scheduled performance time slot.  All ensembles are provided a warm-
up area at the performance site for the same amount of time as allowed with performance.  The schedule will have built in 
travel times to the warm-up area as well as to the performance area. The performance time slot includes all stage setup, 
stage entry, performance, and stage exit.   
 

Classifications 
School size classifications are not utilized for the Festival Di Voce event.   
 

Performing Ensemble Categories 
The only ensemble types permitted to register for this event are high school varsity level Mixed Choirs, Tenor/Bass Choirs 
and/or Treble Choirs.  A school may not register more than one choir in each of these three categories. Each attending 
school is limited to registering no more than two choirs.     All registered choirs will be recognized as the school’s top 
level/varsity ensemble.   
 

Adjudication 
POSITIVE and CONSTRUCTIVE comments are provided by 3 experienced choral music adjudicators.  All 3 adjudicators will 
provide written comments on your ensemble’s performance.   
 

Digital Recording  
Your performance in this acoustically superior space will be recorded by a professional and experienced choral recording 
engineer.  Your digital recording could be your choir(s’) final and finest recording for honor choir submission, usually due a 
few days following the festival event.     
 

Performance Attire
